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Humanities: Geography We will learn about the different weather patterns in Britain, what we need to wear and we will compare them with a country in Europe. We will make block graphs representing  rainfall in the two countries. The pupils discover different holidays people go to and what activities can be done in different countries.





Music: Song writing, the pupils will start to create their own song or show an awareness of the relationship between lyrics and melody. Is the song about a mood or is it telling a story. Pupils will listen to key phrases in songs they know.





ICT: The pupils get the opportunity to plan a Media Presentation using a story board. They will learn to add different sounds and music and use pictures from books, flyers, magazines, camera  and internet  about a topic of their choice. 





PSHE: We will visit familiar places in the community and find out about the  services offered. We will experience, tastes , smells and sounds and express our likes and dislikes. We will obtain information regarding leisure locally, learn to access community activities appropriately and meet people working there.

Science: Metals


We are going to be exploring different metals: shiny and dull, do we see a reflection? what does a magnet do and how can we use it? We will do some experiments with metal and determine if it gives a big reaction or a small reaction, some may use the terms: most reactive or least reactive


We will learn about iron in our food, name them, group them and decide if we like them or don't like them. 





English: 


We  will learn how to give and follow oral instructions and also learn to read and follow a simple instruction for a recipe, how to plan our work, playing a game, getting ready for work in the classroom.  We will think of an activity for another class, make  instructions in a diagram, so they can follow the instructions, know what they need, what to do first.








Maths: Number – We will practice and expand our number knowledge daily with different exercises from counting down, counting money in our weekly Snack shop and going shopping (adding and subtracting), making a playlist, doing a survey, 10 pin bowling activities., Shape, space and measure – We will focus on Time this half term, using timelines,  recognising different times during the time and how long activities take, estimating times and recording times, exploring lengths of time and using the right vocabulary.








Swimming: We will learn different ways to move fast through the water individually and in a group. We will learn to be ,ore effective and  use a stopwatch for our games,  competitions and working together in the water.











Art &D&T: We will learn about recycling and explore different materials e.g. what is needed to hold fluid and the pupils will design an end product that holds fluid.
