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Humanities: Africa Handa’s Surprise – read the book and know the story and explore the topography of Africa. We will also be looking at the different kinds of animals that live in Africa.





Music:


Look at the drums and how sound changes with variety of sized drums.


Specific students to continue with therapist.





ICT:


Continue to practice the programmes in Word.


Use app for tracking heart beat.


Use ipad for research.





PSHE: Healthy relationships and living – student to learn how to care for their basic needs to stay healthy. Students will also be linking with PE and science to explore the body and why we need to stay healthy – especially the heart.








Science: Maintenance of life 


 looking at the decay – final stage of the bulbs and how plants deteriorate. Then how wee can look after and maintain a healthy body and choosing the correct foods and exercise. Focus on the skeleton and calcium and why we need it to survive.


Link with PE and the human body on the heart functions. 








English: 


Writing sentence structures verbally and written. Exploring  simple sentences and how to use conjunctions  to show sequencing; before, then, after, first and lastly.


Reading a variety of stories and using flip cards for key words. Encouraging students to recognise initial sound at the beginning and at a the end of the words.  Students to use adjectives to explore text and extend vocabulary. 








Maths:


Number – continue to understand the number system by exploring the difference between few and lots and the concept of zero / nothing. 


Sequence –Continue with sequence activities through use of the days of the week and months of the year by looking at significant days and dates that are relevant to the children. Use money activities to encourage real life through role play. 








PE: Human body – staying healthy- what to do and how to do it! Why do we need exercise? How can we tell if we are exercising efficiently.


Focus on the heart rate  using an app.





Art &D&T: Texture linking with Africa and looking at the colour and texture of different natural environments.


Students will produce paintings and sand work to reflect different African environments.
