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English: 


This half term in English we are going to be learning about narrative. We will read and compare stories with familiar settings. We will take turns to show preferences, views and communicate choices. We will discuss similarities and differences between stories. We will use a keyboard, labels and colourful semantics to build sentences to describe our own setting.








Humanities: History:


The passage of time: Me


This term we will learn about ourselves now, making distinctions between past and present, using key vocabulary of ‘today’ and ‘a long time ago’We will also be learning about their day at home and school.





PSHE: Looking after our environment


This half term, we are going to identify different local environments that are meaningful to me, like home, school, garden, shops. We will learn what and who to find there and what to do. We will learn about some ways to look after our environment.











Music:


This half term we will be continuing to explore percussion instruments and their sounds. 








PE and Swimming:


This half term we will continue focusing on games with emphasis on ball handling. We will experience basic sending and receiving skills.


In swimming we will learn to control and coordinate some basic movements in the water.





Art &D&T: Let´s pretend


We will take part on different roles when exploring traditional tales. We will learn to express our own ideas and feelings when taking part in simple puppet plays and miming activities. 

















ICT: Combining text and graphics: Labelling pictures


In ICT we are going to learn that text and/or symbols can be used to describe a picture, a photograph or an object. We will create labels for a picture or photo by matching words or typing on a keyboard. We will use appropriate software to label screens containing pictures and diagrams








Science: Ourselves


This term we are going to be learning about ourselves. We will explore objects using and identifying our senses. We will recognise our own face and familiar faces in our lives.


We will learn key body parts and identify similarities and differences between my peers. We will experience different ways of moving and describe which body part is involved. We will explore how people grow and develop into adults. We will also identify and communicate differences between people and animals





Maths:  Our focus is to learn about Measurement


Weight and volume – We are going to demonstrate understanding of weight and volume. We are going to compare objects and select the ‘heavy / light’, ‘full / empty’ one. We are also going to compare weight using balance scales.  We will experience using standards/ non-standard measures of volume.


Time – This term we are going to perform actions according to simple time vocabulary fast / slow, go / stop / wait’, We will carry out activities for a length of time measured by standard /non-standard measures. We will sequence am and pm activities from our timetable and use simple time vocabulary e.g. playtime, lunch time, home time. We are going to read, match and create o'clock statements and attach it to our visual timetable.
