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Music:


This half term we will be Exploring Tempo and dynamcs. Through dance instruments and our voices. We will play games such as paired mime dancing will take turns following a chain of sounds. 











ICT:


ICT is going to continue to be embedded across the curriculum as a cross curricular lesson; the children are going to focus on using tools on the Smartboard computer in order to work as a team to solve puzzles, create pictures and learn how to use voice activation.





PSHE:


This half term we will be focusing on personal responsibilities. We will discuss, roleplay and complete activities that help us to understand what it means to take care of ourselves, take care of our belongings and how to communicate our need for help. 








Science


In science the theme is temperature, in a range of activities we will experience, explore, investigate, record and communicate what we learn about. At the end of our topic we want to be able to measure hot and cold using a thermometer. We also want to be able to demonstrate an awareness of how to keep something cold or make something hot and how to keep it hot.











English: 


In English we are going to be looking at poetry. We will hear, read and respond to a range of poems with different patterned structures. We will learn to recite poems through colour coding words. We will also create our own funny poems using pictures and words and perform these poems in front of our classmates and friends. We will write poems, type poems and record using computer programmes.  





Maths:





We will be learning about halves of objects and completing a range of activities that allow us to become familiar with the terms whole and half. We will re visit time and continue to strengthen our number knowledge from 1-20.  We will sequence numbers, match properties to numbers, use addition and many other interactive multisensory activities.
