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English: Poetry


This half term in English we are going to listen to and read poems using appropriate intonation. We will also show understanding about poems by describing characters, repeating some highlight and commenting constructively using symbols and labels. We will perform poems, expressing different moods to create the appropriate atmosphere. We will read poems, recognising letters and key words as patterns in words/phrases. We will write our own simple patterned text using symbols and words.








Music: Exploring timbre, tempo and dynamics


This term we will learn how sounds and instruments can be used to describe an environment. We will explore how sounds can be changed, combined and organised to create a class composition. We will create our own weather composition.








PSHE: Personal responsibility


This term we are going to identify familiar people and greet them in an appropriate manner. We will follow rules to work and play in a safe environment. We will take care of ourselves and our belongings





D&T: Picnics


We will be learning about healthy packed meals. We will learn to identify the different food groups and recognise healthy and unhealthy food. We will explore ways of carrying a packed meal. We will plan and make a picnic for Lag B´Omer





Humanities: A contrasting locality overseas-Mexico


This term we will identify where places are using maps, atlases and globes. We will learn about Mexico – culture and traditions-. We will identify physical and human geography of Mexico. We also identify the main differences and similarities between my local area and Mexico.








ICT: Making things happen 


We are going to learn that ICT can be used to control objects in the environment by pressing a switch to produce predictable results: light switches, plugging in devices, turning volume controls up and down. We will make connections between control devices (touch screen and moues) and information on screen. 





PE and Swimming:


This half term we will experience basic body actions and movements.


In swimming we will practice games on the pool.





Science: Keeping warm


This term we are going to experience and explore hot and cold temperatures. We will learn how to use a thermometer to measure hot and cold. We will participate in warming up and cooling down objects using everyday appliances. We will learn and compare which materials keep objects hot or cold.








Maths:


Time – This half term will continue performing actions according to simple time vocabulary ‘fast / slow, go / stop / wait’. We will carry out activities for a length of time measured by standard /non-standard measures. We will sequence am and pm activities from our timetable and use simple time vocabulary e.g. playtime, lunch time, home time.  We are going to read, match and create o'clock statements and attach it to our visual timetable.


Number – This term we are going to consolidate the concept of ‘many’ and ‘few’. We will continue working on 1:1 correspondence in everyday situations. We will count objects and coins by touching one at a time, arranged in a line and randomly. We will recognize numerals and make sets of objects. We will start learning about none / zero / nothing / nil. We will respond to key vocabulary eg. number, how many, count, same number as etc.
