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Humanities: Anniversary and celebrations Bonfire night. What is the story behind Bonfire night, why do we celebrate it?





Music: Exploring different musical instruments, different sounds. Play loud and quiet, play slow and fast. Follow the rhythm of the music. 





ICT: Typing, using applications for Maths and English practice tests. Using the key board, the mouse, and experiment with sound.





PSHE: Developing a healthy and safer life style. We will get to keep practising on washing our hands and in general be clean and healthy.





Science: Materials and their properties 


We are going to be exploring two different types of materials used in everyday life. 


We will learn to feel them, name them, group them and decide if we like them or don't like them. We will also be deciding which materials are better for which uses and which materials sink and float.








English: We will read stories with familiar settings. We will match visuals and fill out worksheets related to the familiar stories.


Poetry – we are going to be exploring ourselves, learning about who we are, write a poem with about us, what we like and what we don’t like, with adult support and using signing and pecs.  


Writing: We will practise writing letters from our name. We will be learning how to make various different marks including horizontal, vertical. Circular and zig zag and will be using different sensory materials.








Maths: We will learn about height and length and be able to separate short from long.


Number – continue to understand the number system by exploring the difference between few and lots and the concept of zero / nothing. Measure – how to describe an object: Is it long or short. How to describe a person: Is the person tall or short.








PE: Work on throwing and catching skills; Pupils will be able to throw on target and catch a ball independently. 


Swimming – We will be learning about how to get in and out the water safely.


Also, about moving through the water in different ways and how to float.  











Art &D&T: Paint self portrait. All students will know what the words Portrait, Self-Portrait mean.  All students will paint; it’s one their own Self-Portrait by the end of the term.
