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using applications for Maths and
Humanities: Anniversary and celebrations Bonfire night. What is the story behind Bonfire night, why do we celebrate it?





Music: Exploring different musical instruments, different sounds. Play loud and quiet, play slow and fast. Follow the rhythm of the music. 





ICT: Typing, English practice tests. Using the key board, the mouse, and experiment with sound.





PSHE: Developing a healthy and safer life style. We will get to keep practising on washing our hands and in general be clean and healthy.





Science: We are going to be exploring the physical process of sound and hearing. We will get familiar with hearing certain sounds and be able to recognize them.





English: We will learn to label and list a group of things. We will match visuals and fill out worksheets related to the readings.


Poetry – We are going to be exploring sensory poems and use our senses to comprehend the story of the poem.


Writing: We will practise writing letters from our name and copy sentences that include our name.








Maths: We will learn about money and we will start to use the coins of 5, 50 pence and 1 pound. Also, we will get familiar with a 5 pound note. We will make our own shop and we will have a role play of buying and selling goods.


Number – Continue to understand the number system by exploring the difference between few and lots and the concept of zero / nothing. 








PE: Work on throwing and catching skills; Pupils will be able to throw on target and catch a ball independently. 


Swimming – We will be learning about how to get in and out the water safely.


Also, about moving through the water in different ways and how to float.  











Art &D&T: Create and paint different type of fruits.  All students will  create and then paint their own favourite fruit by the end of the term.
