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Music:


Animal Magic - We will be rehearsing songs that have animal themes running throughout. We will then combine this with finding different ways to express a thought, name or colour. The class will learn to exploring descriptive sounds.











ICT:


We will be looking at Labelling and Classifying. This will link with English. We will use our ICT sessions to create computerised copies of posters and labels we have made in English.








Food Technology:


We will be designing our own sandwiches and preparing snacks. We will select ingredients and purchase from the shops and construct our own recipes and then follow the recipes. We will learn how to make a balanced packed lunch with a mixture of snacks.














Geography and science


This half of term we will be looking at the weather. In this topic we will investigate; different weather types; seek to become aware of changes in physical environment; and learn about the effects of the weather on people. 

















English: 


In English we are going to be re visiting non- fiction labels lists and captions.  Pupils will have opportunities to write labels and sentence captions, first as supported writing and then independently. Pupils will also read simple captions which are complete sentences and discuss their purpose. Pupils will also create posters using labels, captions and images which will be displayed throughout the school. 














Maths:


We will be focusing on statistics and problem solving. Pupils will learn how to collect and organise information to solve simple problems. Pupils will consolidate their knowledge of bar pictograms and bar charts and how to extract information. In number lessons pupils will continue to work towards their plp targets, developing their functional maths in real life situations such as, time keeping, shopping, cooking, planning and counting of items.








Swimming:


 In swimming we are focusing on floating and extending our travel through water by extended our arm and leg movements using floats and rings. 


In PE we will be Use equipment to throw, catch, hit, kick, bounce and aim at targets.


Send a ball (or similar object) to a partner, to score and begin to use space.


Participate in activities that will increase their heart rate.








Experience how their body feels when still and exercising.
