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English: 


Poetry – Poetic Styles


Pupils will explore the literary techniques used in poetry such as rhyming, word play, metaphors and word choice. They will look at a variety of poems classic and modern. They will practise their speaking skills by learning and performing poetry for their peers.





History:


National Holocaust Memorial Day


For the month of January we will learn about the Holocaust in the lead up to January 27th Holocaust memorial day. We will look at memorabilia from the holocaust and learn about the persecution of the Jewish people and other religious and social groups in an appropriate and accessible way.

After this we will do a project about human rights and equality for all. This links with ASDAN.





ICT:


Everyday uses of ICT


16 +


Will be completing a project about how ICT is used daily for work and leisure purposes.


Under 16s


Will look at using Ipad’s for productive purposes such as photography, note taking and movie making.





Art:


The pupils will be taking part in an art programme that will support them to develop their social emotional and mental health awareness through expression in their art. We will explore a range of sensory techniques to support them through talking about their feelings towards different social and emotional situations. We will use music, clay, paint, print, paper mache and drawing. At the end we will use the expressive art we have made to collage together to make a display for the school hall.








Science and PSHE: 


Keeping Healthy


Pupils will get the opportunity to take part in a series of activities to support their knowledge of keeping them healthy. Over the 2 subjects we will cover:


Basic first aid and medicines safety, this will cover minor cuts, burns and calling emergency services.


Healthy eating – what makes food healthy and not healthy and how different foods affect the way the human body works.


Physical fitness – what exercises work for each part of the body and cardio (heart) fitness - PE. We will also talk about the importance of sleep.





Maths:


Number – Pupils will be continuing to embed their number knowledge and be focussing on counting and use of functional addition and subtraction skills.


Data – Pupils will learn to collect, display, analyse and respond to data through use of questionnaires, surveys use of Microsoft excel to make charts. These will be linked to their ASDAN projects.
