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English: 


Non Fiction – Instruction and Explanation


The pupils will focus on building instructional sentences giving written and verbal full sentences to each other to give an instruction. They will use these practically by creating instructions of how to make a craft that we will follow as a class.





Maths:


Data Handling 


The pupils will design and develop their own surveys connected to their interests they will learn how to use their data to create charts and graphs and read these. We will use Microsoft excel to support us with using and analysing data.


During streamed maths sessions pupils will continue their number and using and applying money work as a rolling topic to really embed their practical maths skills.





PSHE/ASDAN


Pupils will continue to work on their personal ASDAN programmes including looking at 


-sports and leisure 


-horticulture and the environment – using our new allotment in Finchley.


-money


Under 16s and 16 + programmes will differ slightly.


The pupils will also learn about significant Israeli cultural celebrations over the coming term including Holocaust memorial day, Remembrance and Independence day.





Science


Compounds and Mixtures





The children will have the opportunity to take part in a series of experiments to test how different chemicals react with each other. The children will also learn health and safety skills related to these activities. E.g. recognising different symbols. 


We will be exploring the idea that different mixtures become one compound and some mixtures never merge together.





PE:


Team Sports


The pupils will take part in a variety of team sports including football, basketball and doubles tennis and table tennis. They will play different turn taking and trust games to warm them up to these sports.


Pupils will be continuing their tennis coaching this summer.





ICT:


Exchanging and Sharing Information


Pupils will explore the ways that we use ICT to communicate including email, text and online forms.


We will look in greater detail at the dangers of sharing information online including photographs, names and addresses and how we can tell if something is legitimate and what to do if we believe that it is not.





Art:


Pupils will take part in a series of process based Art lessons that will add up to create props for a visual story. The art lessons will take the same format as the previous SEMH art programme they have been taking part in.


Pupils will also take part in the creation of scenery for the school play.
